1. Download the Accountability Pillar Report from the Extranet. https://phoenix.edc.gov.ab.ca/login/default.asp 
2. Decide how many working groups your school will have to examine each measure. See Measure column located at the top of the Accountability Pillar Overall Summary (Safe and Caring, Program of Studies, Education Quality, Drop Out Rate…)    
3. Each group will need a copy of the Accountability Pillar Overall Summary, the sections of the report that pertain to that measure and the analysis tool.
4. The categories for the analysis tool can be completed by following the title of the columns at the top of the Overall Summary page.  (Measure Category, Measure Category Evaluation, Measure, School Data, Achievement, Improvement, Overall)

5. Complete the history chart by finding the history page for each measure.  Each measure has its own history page.

6. Working groups analyze questions and graphs for each measure and complete the Analysis Tool questions. 
7. At the end of the session groups can share their findings with the staff as a whole.
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1. Comment on the survey questions/graphs from the measure. (Differences between survey groups. Are there questions where the results are high or low? etc.) Comment on any other significant findings.
2. What is our school doing to support this measure?

3. What could our school do to improve this measure?
4. Does our school have a goal in this area?  Does the data suggest that a goal might be formulated for this area? Identify some possible strategies and measures?
